Maga and Graham went to school together in the l950’s.  It was a primary school pioneering work with cerebral palsied children who had previously been deprived of both education and excellent therapy.  They have kept in touch since then infrequently.  
Both have mobility problems aggravated by poor dexterity.  Maga uses a speech synthesiser.  The facilitated friendship allows them to meet by providing transport and backup communication at least once a month.  They have caught up on their various interests and renewed remembrances of other friends at school.  

With a little more help it may be possible to extend visits beyond Graham visiting her flat.
